It's so easy to get caught up in our vacation plans and put our church attendance and spiritual life on the back
buner during the summer months. God doesn’t go anywhere on vacation, and we shouldn’t find excuses to take
a vacation from church. How can we continue on our journey with Christ during the summer months? Try
implementing some of the ideas below and use them for inspiration in finding additional ways to keep your
family close to Christ!

So, where does God rank in your family's summer plans? Will He go with you on vacation, or will a break from
school and work mean a break from God? This summer we want to invite you to take the Summer Challenge.
Instead of taking a rest from your spiritual life, we want your family to use the summer to grow closer to
God. Be creative! Be committed! Be with Christ! Here are some ideas to get you started:

Go to Church! Summer is a wonderful time to worship with your family. Attend Divine Liturgy as well the other
services offered throughout the season. If you are vacationing, visit different Orthodox churches (even if they are
not Greek).

Take a Hike! Summer is a great time to really appreciate the beauty of God’s design. So hike, bike, fish, and
swim-- just get out there! While you're there, consider pausing to read Psalm 104, which is a beautiful poem of
God’s creation.

Be an Explorer! Decide on something you want to learn about Christ and His Church this summer and explore it!
Perhaps you want to learn how to chant (www.goarch.org/chapel/chant) or you want to learn more about the
Gospel (www.goarch.org/archdiocese/departments/family).

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ON THE COVER

This Saint, who was from Neapolis of Palestine, was a follower of Plato the philosopher. Born in 103, he came to
the Faith of Christ when he was already a mature man, seeking to find God through philosophy and human
reasoning. A venerable elder appeared to him and spoke to him about the Prophets who had taught of God not
through their own wisdom, but by revelation; and he led him to knowledge of Christ, Who is the fulfillment of
what the Prophets taught. Saint Justin soon became a fervent follower of Christ, and an illustrious apologist of the
Evangelical teachings. To the end of his life, while preaching Christ in all parts, he never put off his philosopher's
garb. In Rome, he gave the Emperor Antoninus Pius (reigned 138-161) an apology wherein he proved the
innocence and holiness of the Christian Faith, persuading him to relieve the persecution of Christians. Through
the machinations of Crescens, a Cynic philosopher who envied him, Saint Justin was beheaded in Rome in 167
under Antoninus' successor, Marcus Aurelius (reigned 161-180). Besides his defense of Christianity (First and
Second Apologies), Saint Justin wrote against paganism (Discourse to the Greeks, Hortatory Address to the
Greeks), and refuted Jewish objections against Christ (Dialogue with Trypho).

THE VOICE OF OUR FAITH

THE WEEK OF WEEKS—DEACON THOMAS SHELLEY

As I write this message in mid-May Western Christendom is on the eve of Pentecost, having celebrated Easter five weeks
before our Pascha. Our celebration of our Lord’s passing “from death unto life, from the grave to Paradise” will continue
into June and conclude with Pentecost on the eve of the Nativity of the Forerunner, Prophet, and Baptist John.

... ... .. ...

The Paschal season which begins with the “Feast of feasts, Holy Day of Holy Days” has been accurately described as a
“Week of weeks”; with each successive week corresponding to a day of the week. This correspondence frequently brings
thematic allusions to the weekdays of Holy Week.

“Thomas Week” begins with the Apostles’ acclamation “My Lord and my God!”. His cry of delight echoes the Orthros
hymn for Holy Monday: “Behold, the Bridegroom....”

An even stronger connection occurs the following week, the week corresponding to Tuesday. This third week of Pascha
begins by remembering the love and devotion offered by Salome, Joanna, and Mary Magdalene who we collectively call the
Myrrh-bearers. On Holy Tuesday we remembered another woman bearing myrrh, whose costly devotion has been
immortalized in the Hymn of Kassiani.

|‘ At the fourth week of Pascha there is a shift as the Sunday Gospels take on watery themes, beginning with the healing of the
| paralytic at Siloam’s pool. This fourth week-Wednesday connection reminds us of the ongoing ministry of healing in the

Church through the Sacrament of Holy Unction. We stand with hands outstretched to hear the words “have mercy, forgive,
and save Your servant.

The fifth Sunday of Pascha moves us from Siloam’s pool to Jacob’s well. Again, a watery passage quite suited for the
‘ Thursday of Holy Week, the day on which Our Lord washed the feet of His disciples. And here, at Jacob’s well we meet an

unlikely evangelist, a woman with a troubled past whose words “come and see a man who has told me everything that I
have done” caused many Samaritans to believe in Jesus. Could it be that she—and they—were on His heart and mind as he
prayed the high Priestly prayer recorded in John 17 “I pray for those who will believe because of their word”?

‘ The Sixth week of Pascha corresponds to Friday. Good Friday: The ultimate battle of light against darkness. So it is fitting
that the Sunday Gospel concerns the healing of the man who was born blind. Christ’s Passion was surrounded by many
who, despite claiming sight, were truly blind. Only the Centurion could confess “truly, this was the Son of God”. As this
week contains the Feast of the Ascension we must ask ourselves: “How are we witnesses in this community, how are we
declaring that Jesus is God and Lord?”

|‘ Finally we reach the Sabbath, the Seventh Week. And just as our Lord was very active on that Great and Holy Saturday
freeing those bound in Hades, so the Church continues to be active in freeing those bound by heresies and delusions. The
|‘ Sunday of the Holy Fathers remind us that God is truly wondrous in His saints.

All of these weeks—this Week of weeks—serve to prepare us for the beginning of a new week, a new mission, indeed, a
new creation. The Day of Pentecost reminds us that at the Heavenly Liturgy there will be “people of every race and tongue,
of every language and nation” (Revelation 5:9). People who heard, heeded, and obeyed because of those who heard, heeded,
and obeyed extending back millenia to that blessed day in Jerusalem.

|‘ May we be faithful in our mission to our generation and to those yet unborn!
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PENTECOST: THE DESCENT OF THE HOLY SPIRIT—FR. THOMAS HOPKO

In the new covenant of the Messiah, the passover event takes on its new meaning as the celebration of Christ’s death and
resurrection, the “exodus” of men from this sinful world to the Kingdom of God. And in the New Testament as well, the
pentecostal feast is fulfilled and made new by the coming of the “new law,” the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples
of Christ. (Read Acts 2:1-4)

The Holy Spirit that Christ had promised to his disciples came on the day of Pentecost (Jn 14.26, 15.26; Lk 24.49; Acts 1.5).
The apostles received “the power from on high,” and they began to preach and bear witness to Jesus as the risen Christ, the
King and the Lord. This moment has traditionally been called the birthday of the Church. ...

On Pentecost we have the final fulfillment of the mission of Jesus Christ and the first beginning of the messianic age of the
Kingdom of God mystically present in this world in the Church of the Messiah. For this reason the fiftieth day stands as the
beginning of the era which is beyond the limitations of this world, fifty being that number which stands for eternal and
heavenly fulfillment in Jewish and Christian mystical piety: seven times seven, plus one. ...

Once again it must be noted that the feast of Pentecost is not simply the celebration of an event which took place centuries
ago. It is the celebration of what must happen and does happen to us in the Church today. We all have died and risen with
the Messiah-King, and we all have received his Most Holy Spirit. We are the “temples of the Holy Spirit.” God’s Spirit
dwells in us (Rom 8; 1 Cor 2-3, 12; 2 Cor 3; Gal 5; Eph 2-3). We, by our own membership in the Church, have received
“the seal of the gift of the Holy Spirit” in the sacrament of chrismation. Pentecost has happened to us.

The Divine Liturgy of Pentecost recalls our baptism into Christ with the verse from Galatians again replacing the Thrice-
Holy Hymn. Special verses from the psalms also replace the usual antiphonal psalms of the liturgy. The epistle and gospel
readings tell of the Spirit’s coming to men. The kontakion sings of the reversal of Babel as God unites the nations into the
unity of his Spirit. The troparion proclaims the gathering of the whole universe into God’s net through the work of the
inspired apostles. The hymns “O Heavenly King” and “We have seen the True Light” are sung for the first time since
Easter, calling the Holy Spirit to “come and abide in us,” and proclaiming that “we have received the heavenly Spirit.” ...
