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THE VOICE OF OUR FATH/Η Φωνη της Πιςτεως Μας  

Nearly four decades ago Jan and I attended a week-long conference in Topeka, Kansas. Two years prior we had attended a 
similar conference in Albuquerque, New Mexico and had then headed north in the “four corners” region. We found 
southern Colorado so delightful that we were determined to return.   

Topeka seemed to place us within driving distance. The previous Colorado trip had not allowed time to ride to the summit 
of Pike’s Peak; so this return visit would be centered on Colorado Springs. 

But even with such a beautiful destination in mind we were quite unprepared for the journey. Everyone should travel by 
land westward through the length--the great length--of Kansas once in their lifetime.  

The pancake-griddle flatness of the nearly treeless landscape quickly became monotony. In every direction there was 
wheat, wheat, and more wheat--and only wheat.  

At fairly regular intervals a small dark speck would appear on the horizon. Even at Interstate highway speeds it would 
remain just a speck for many minutes before suddenly enlarging to such size that it was recognizable as the regional grain 
elevator. We would whiz past the structure back to endless fields of grain for many minutes until the next such speck 
would appear.  

The cycle repeated for hour after hour after hour. Field-speck-grain elevator; field-speck-grain elevator. Hour after hour 
after hour. Before lunch, and after. Field-speck-grain elevator--again, and again.  

Then, near the Colorado border something new emerged on the horizon. This was not a single dark speck, but a random 
pattern of mostly white with dark intermixed. Like the seemingly endless grain elevators this too seemed to remain tiny 
and distant.  

But as afternoon wore on it became unmistakable--we had been staring all that time at the peaks of the front range of the 
Colorado Rockies; and now, at long (very long) last they were filling the view from the windshield.  

The day before our departure from Topeka the midwest had been raked by severe thunderstorms, hail, and tornadoes. Our 
cross-Kansas journey had carried us deeper and deeper into the clear, cool Canadian air that had spawned the severe 
weather.  

We arrived in Colorado Spring with plenty of daylight remaining-- thanks to a favorable time-zone change--and 
immediately headed to Mount Manitou. With a summit of slightly under 9,500 feet it is definitely the tiny cousin of Pike’s 
Peak. We rode the now defunct Manitou incline to its summit.  

The afternoon sun and crystal clear skies afforded a view eastward of the flat expanse we had crossed. Even though this 
was the smaller of the railway scarred peaks it was readily apparent how Katherine Lee Bates had found the inspiration for 
the opening lines of America the Beautiful, for here indeed were the sparkling spacious skies and amber waves of grain.  

Would we have appreciated that view without the journey that had preceded it? Most definitely. But the skies were all the 
richer for having passed through the landscape now greeting our eyes.  

On the Festival of the Resurrection of Our Lord we will be brought to the summit of the mountain on which God spreads 
before us the ultimate blessings of plenty and peace:  

This is it, the Day which is chosen and holy,  
Day One of the Sabbaths.  
It is the queen-day, the Lord's Day,  
and the Feast of all feasts,  
and the Festival above every festival,  
on which we extol Christ and bless Him to the ages. [Seventh Ode Heirmos, Canon of Pascha]  

We can--and, most assuredly, we will--reach this summit whether we have been rigorous or lax; whether we have been 
attentive or indifferent; whether we have been diligent or neglectful. But the view is most spectacular and the celebration 
most jubilant if we first make the difficult journey.  

Buried with You yesterday, O Christ,  
with You now resurrected, I also rise today.  
Yesterday I was with You crucified.  
O Savior, with Yourself glorify me in Your rule. [Sticheron, Second Ode Canon of Pascha]  

May we journey together through the struggle to the feast of victory!  

JOURNEY TO THE PASCHAL FEAST—DEACON THOMAS SHELLEY 
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In the previous issue of The Ladder I wrote about the abrupt transition from the Nativity cycle to the Passion cycle and how the 
Feast of the Presentation of Our Lord becomes the “hinge” on which this transition swings.  

We were blessed this year to celebrate that beautiful Feast on a Sunday so that a much larger portion of our community could hear 
the stirring hymnody and the poignant Scripture lessons.  

Little did I know that as that Sunday’s services were underway an abrupt transition was occurring in the social hall to prepare for 
celebrating a major personal transition. There were many “conspirators” working on Diaconissa’s (DJ’s) behest to make my 65th 
birthday celebration a total surprise.  

And surprised I was—by the table decorations, the fabulous luncheon buffet, the decorated cakes and other desserts, and by the 
many totally unexpected gifts. Two gifts stood out from the rest: First, as I walked toward the hall Dimitra Vainas ran up to me to 
deliver an Icon of the Presentation which she had just colored in Sunday School and on which she had written “Happy Birthday”; 
Second, the group greeting from our GOYAns and their coaches and advisors which they recorded during their busy tournament 
weekend in Cleveland.  

Fifteen months ago I had surprised DJ with a much smaller celebration which had included a cake inscribed “Welcome to 
Medicare”.  

You all surpassed that many times over!

GREAT LENT—FR .  THOMAS HOPKO 

The season of Great Lent is the time of preparation for the feast of the Resurrection of Christ. It is the living symbol of 
man’s entire life which is to be fulfilled in his own resurrection from the dead with Christ. It is a time of renewed devotion: 
of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. It is a time of repentance, a real renewal of our minds, hearts and deeds in conformity 
with Christ and his teachings. It is the time, most of all, of our return to the great commandments of loving God and our 
neighbors. 

In the Orthodox Church, Great Lent is not a season of morbidity and gloominess. On the contrary, it is a time of joyfulness 
and purification. We are called to “anoint our faces” and to “cleanse our bodies as we cleanse our souls.” The very first 
hymns of the very first service of Great Lent set the proper tone of the season: 

Let us begin the lenten time with delight . . . let us fast from passions as we fast from food, taking pleasure in the good words 
of the Spirit, that we may be granted to see the holy passion of Christ our God and his holy Pascha, spiritually rejoicing. 

Thy grace has arisen upon us, O Lord, the illumination of our souls has shown forth; behold, now is the acceptable time; 
behold, now is the time of repentance (Vespers Hymns). 

It is our repentance that God desires, not our remorse. We sorrow for our sins, but we do so in the joy of God’s mercy. We 
mortify our flesh, but we do so in the joy of our resurrection into life everlasting. We make ready for the resurrection during 
Great Lent, both Christ’s Resurrection and our own. 
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Lenten Fasting 

A special word must be said about fasting during lent. Generally speaking, fasting is an essential element of the Christian 
life. Christ fasted and taught men to fast. Blessed fasting is done in secret, without ostentation or accusation of others (Mt 
6.16; Rom 14). It has as its goal the purification of our lives, the liberation of our souls and bodies from sin, the 
strengthening of our human powers of love for God and man, the enlightening of our entire being for communion with the 
Blessed Trinity. 

The Orthodox rules for lenten fasting are the monastic rules. No meat is allowed after Meatfare Sunday, and no eggs or dairy 
products after Cheesefare Sunday. These rules exist not as a Pharisaic “burden too hard to bear” (Lk 11.46), but as an ideal 
to be striven for; not as an end in themselves, but as a means to spiritual perfection crowned in love. The lenten services 
themselves continually remind us of this. 

Let us fast with a fast pleasing to the Lord. This is the true fast: the casting off of evil, the bridling of the tongue, the cutting 
off of anger, the cessation of lusts, evil talking, lies and cursing. The stopping of these is the fast true and 
acceptable (Monday Vespers of the First Week). 

The lenten services also make the undeniable point that we should not pride ourselves with external fasting since the devil 
also never eats! 

The ascetic fast of Great Lent continues from Meatfare Sunday to Easter Sunday, and is broken only after the Paschal Divine 
Liturgy. Knowing the great effort to which they are called, Christians should make every effort to fast as well as they can, in 
secret, so that God would see and bless them openly with a holy life. Each person must do his best in the light of the given 
ideal. 

In addition to the ascetic fasting of the lenten season, the Orthodox alone among Christians also practice what is known as 
eucharistic or liturgical fasting. This fasting does not refer to the normal abstinence in preparation for receiving the holy 
eucharist; it means fasting from the holy eucharist itself. 

During the week days of Great Lent the regular eucharistic Divine Liturgy is not celebrated in Orthodox churches since the 
Divine Liturgy is always a paschal celebration of communion with the Risen Lord. Because the lenten season is one of 
preparation for the Lord’s Resurrection through the remembrance of sin and separation from God, the liturgical order of the 
Church eliminates the eucharistic service on the weekdays of lent. Instead the non-eucharistic services are extended with 
additional scripture readings and hymnology of a lenten character. In order that the faithful would not be entirely deprived of 
Holy Communion on the lenten days, however, the Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts is celebrated on Wednesday and Friday 
evenings. 

Even during Great Lent, Saturday (the Sabbath Day) and Sunday (the Lord’s Day) remain eucharistic days, and the Divine 
Liturgy is celebrated. On Saturdays it is the normal Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom, usually with prayers for the dead. On 
Sundays it is the longer Liturgy of Saint Basil the Great. 

The well-known teaching that Saturdays and Sundays are never days of fasting in the Orthodox Church, an issue emphasized 
centuries ago when controversy arose with the Latin Church, refers only to this eucharistic-liturgical fast. During Great Lent, 
even though the eucharistic fast is broken on Saturdays and Sundays, the ascetical fast continues through the weekends since 
this fasting is an extended effort made from Meatfare Sunday right to Easter itself. 

GREAT LENT—FR .  THOMAS HOPKO 

Η περίοδος της Μεγάλης Σαρακοστής είναι η ώρα της προετοιμασίας για την εορτή της Ανάστασης του Χριστού. Είναι το 
ζωντανό σύμβολο ολόκληρης της ζωής του ανθρώπου που πρόκειται να εκπληρωθεί στη δική του ανάσταση από τους 
νεκρούς με τον Χριστό. Είναι καιρός ανανεωμένης αφοσίωσης: προσευχής, νηστείας και ελεημοσύνης. Είναι καιρός 
μετάνοιας, πραγματική ανανέωση του μυαλού, της καρδιάς και των πράξεών μας σε συμφωνία με τον Χριστό και τις 
διδασκαλίες Του. Είναι η ώρα, κυρίως, της επιστροφής μας στις μεγάλες εντολές της αγάπης του Θεού και του πλησίον μας. 

Στην Ορθόδοξη Εκκλησία η Μεγάλη Σαρακοστή δεν είναι εποχή νοσηρότητας και ζοφερότητας. Αντίθετα, είναι καιρός 
χαράς και εξαγνισμού. Καλούμαστε να «χρίσουμε τα πρόσωπά μας» και να «καθαρίσουμε τα σώματά μας όπως 
καθαρίζουμε τις ψυχές μας». Οι πρώτοι ύμνοι της πρώτης λειτουργίας της Μεγάλης Σαρακοστής έδωσαν τον κατάλληλο 
τόνο της εποχής: 

Ας ξεκινήσουμε τη σαρακοστή με χαρά... ας νηστεύουμε από τα πάθη όπως νηστεύουμε από την τροφή, απολαμβάνοντας τα 
καλά λόγια του Πνεύματος, για να μας δοθεί η δυνατότητα να δούμε τα άγια πάθη του Χριστού του Θεού μας και το άγιο 
Πάσχα του να αγαλλιάζουν πνευματικά. 

Η χάρη Σου ανέβηκε πάνω μας, Κύριε, φάνηκε ο φωτισμός της ψυχής μας. Ιδού, τώρα είναι η αποδεκτή ώρα. ιδού, τώρα είναι 
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η ώρα της μετάνοιας (Ύμνοι του Εσπερινού). 

Είναι η μετάνοιά μας που επιθυμεί ο Θεός, όχι οι τύψεις μας. Λυπούμαστε για τις αμαρτίες μας, αλλά το κάνουμε με τη 
χαρά του ελέους του Θεού. Νεκρώνουμε τη σάρκα μας, αλλά το κάνουμε με τη χαρά της ανάστασής μας στην αιώνια ζωή. 
Ετοιμαζόμαστε για την Ανάσταση κατά τη Μεγάλη Σαρακοστή, τόσο την Ανάσταση του Χριστού όσο και τη δική μας. 

Νηστεία της Σαρακοστής 

Μια ιδιαίτερη λέξη πρέπει να ειπωθεί για τη νηστεία κατά τη διάρκεια της Σαρακοστής. Γενικά, η νηστεία είναι απαραίτητο 
στοιχείο της χριστιανικής ζωής. Ο Χριστός νήστεψε και δίδαξε τους ανθρώπους να νηστεύουν. Η ευλογημένη νηστεία 
γίνεται κρυφά, χωρίς επιδείξεις ή κατηγορίες προς τους άλλους (Ματθ. 6,16· Ρωμ. 14). Έχει ως στόχο τον εξαγνισμό της 
ζωής μας, την απελευθέρωση της ψυχής και του σώματός μας από την αμαρτία, την ενίσχυση των ανθρώπινων δυνάμεών 
μας της αγάπης προς τον Θεό και τον άνθρωπο, τον φωτισμό ολόκληρης της ύπαρξής μας για κοινωνία με την Αγία Τριάδα. 

Οι ορθόδοξοι κανόνες για τη νηστεία της Σαρακοστής είναι οι μοναστικοί κανόνες. Δεν επιτρέπεται το κρέας μετά την 
Κυριακή της Αποκρέω, ούτε τα αυγά ή τα γαλακτοκομικά προϊόντα μετά την Κυριακή της Τυρινής. Αυτοί οι κανόνες δεν 
υπάρχουν ως Φαρισαϊκό «φορτίο πολύ δύσκολο να σηκωθεί» (Λουκ. 11.46), αλλά ως ιδανικό που πρέπει να επιδιώξουμε. 
όχι ως αυτοσκοπός, αλλά ως μέσο για πνευματική τελειότητα στεφανωμένη στην αγάπη. Οι ίδιες οι τελετές της Σαρακοστής 
μας το υπενθυμίζουν συνεχώς. 

Ας νηστεύουμε με νηστεία ευάρεστη στον Κύριο. Αυτή είναι η αληθινή νηστεία: η απόρριψη του κακού, ο χαλιναγωγός της 
γλώσσας, η αποκοπή του θυμού, η παύση των πόθων, η κακία ομιλία, το ψέμα και η κατάρα. Η διακοπή αυτών είναι η ταχεία 
αληθινή και αποδεκτή (Δευτέρα Εσπερινός Α' Εβδομάδας). 

Οι σαρακοστιανές ακολουθίες κάνουν επίσης το αναμφισβήτητο σημείο ότι δεν πρέπει να υπερηφανευόμαστε με την 
εξωτερική νηστεία αφού και ο διάβολος δεν τρώει ποτέ! 

Η ασκητική νηστεία της Μεγάλης Τεσσαρακοστής συνεχίζεται από την Κυριακή της Αποκρές έως την Κυριακή του Πάσχα 
και διακόπτεται μόνο μετά την Πασχαλινή Θεία Λειτουργία. Γνωρίζοντας τη μεγάλη προσπάθεια στην οποία καλούνται, οι 
Χριστιανοί θα πρέπει να καταβάλουν κάθε προσπάθεια να νηστεύουν όσο καλύτερα μπορούν, κρυφά, για να τους δει ο 
Θεός και να τους ευλογήσει φανερά με αγία ζωή. Κάθε άτομο πρέπει να κάνει το καλύτερο δυνατό υπό το πρίσμα του 
δεδομένου ιδανικού. 

Εκτός από την ασκητική νηστεία της περιόδου της Σαρακοστής, οι Ορθόδοξοι μόνοι μεταξύ των Χριστιανών ασκούν επίσης 
τη γνωστή ως ευχαριστιακή ή λειτουργική νηστεία. Αυτή η νηστεία δεν αναφέρεται στην κανονική αποχή κατά την 
προετοιμασία για τη λήψη της θείας Ευχαριστίας. Σημαίνει νηστεία από την ίδια τη θεία Ευχαριστία. 

Τις εβδομαδιαίες ημέρες της Μεγάλης Τεσσαρακοστής δεν τελείται η τακτική ευχαριστιακή Θεία Λειτουργία στους 
Ορθόδοξους ναούς αφού η Θεία Λειτουργία είναι πάντα πασχαλιάτικη κοινωνία με τον Αναστάντα Κύριο. Επειδή η 
περίοδος της Σαρακοστής είναι περίοδος προετοιμασίας για την Ανάσταση του Κυρίου μέσω της ανάμνησης της αμαρτίας 
και του αποχωρισμού από τον Θεό, η λειτουργική τάξη της Εκκλησίας καταργεί την ευχαριστιακή λειτουργία τις 
καθημερινές της νηστείας. Αντίθετα, οι μη ευχαριστιακές ακολουθίες επεκτείνονται με πρόσθετες αναγνώσεις γραφών και 
υμνολογία σαρακοστιανού χαρακτήρα. Για να μην στερηθούν όμως οι πιστοί παντελώς τη Θεία Κοινωνία τις ημέρες της 
Σαρακοστής, η Λειτουργία των Προηγιασμένων Δώρων τελείται την Τετάρτη και την Παρασκευή το απόγευμα. 

Ακόμη και κατά τη Μεγάλη Σαρακοστή, το Σάββατο και η Κυριακή (η ημέρα του Κυρίου) παραμένουν ευχαριστιακές 
ημέρες και τελείται η Θεία Λειτουργία. Τα Σάββατα γίνεται η κανονική Λειτουργία του Αγίου Ιωάννη του Χρυσοστόμου, 
συνήθως με προσευχές για τους νεκρούς (τα Ψυχοσάββατα). Τις Κυριακές είναι η μεγαλύτερη Λειτουργία του Μεγάλου 
Βασιλείου. 

Η γνωστή διδασκαλία ότι τα Σάββατα και οι Κυριακές δεν είναι ποτέ μέρες νηστείας στην Ορθόδοξη Εκκλησία, θέμα που 
τονίστηκε πριν από αιώνες όταν προέκυψε διαμάχη με τη Λατινική Εκκλησία, αναφέρεται μόνο σε αυτήν την ευχαριστιακή-
λειτουργική νηστεία. Κατά τη Μεγάλη Τεσσαρακοστή, παρόλο που η ευχαριστιακή νηστεία διακόπτεται τα Σάββατα και τις 
Κυριακές, η ασκητική νηστεία συνεχίζεται και τα Σαββατοκύριακα, αφού αυτή η νηστεία είναι μια εκτεταμένη προσπάθεια 
που γίνεται από την Κυριακή του Κρεοπωλείου μέχρι το ίδιο το Πάσχα.

He is currently in the process of sending everything to the Pitts-

burgh that is needed for the Parish Council to get approved. Zach Harmantzis agreed to stay on for a few months until 

we find a replacement for him.  Anyone who hasn’t completed their background check should speak to Deacon Tom for 

assistance.
